GENERAL MANAGER REPORTS 

General Manager Mufioz gave the Board a look at the last fi ve years of staffing here at the 
District. SKF has had difficulty retaining employees such as Certified operators, and other Staff 
even after compensation of trainings and/or education by the District. Jt was sa id that the 
District has lost seven employees to other Agencies in the last fi ve yea rs. General Manager 
Mufioz let the Board know that Union negotiations are coming up in 2022 and if they have some

ideas of how the District can retain employees once they have been hired would be appreciated. 
It was said that in the past, hiring certified operators was less challenging than now, as we are 
mostly getting OIT's applying. SKF does aid employees financially in getting their Grade I, II, 
III, IV, and V. In order to qualify as a stand-by operator you must hold at least a Grade III. 
HR/Admin Services Tricia Mi ller contacted the State Water Resources Board to get a list of 
certified Grade III and IV operators and will direct mail them our flyer to see if there is interest. 
Also, another avenue suggested was contacting the Central Valley Training Center in Selma. 
Also, possible incentive ideas were mentioned to maintain retention. The Board would like to 
hear ideas from SKF employees as well. It was asked if an Ad Hoc Committee could be formed 
to spearhead this, and General Counsel said that yes it could. 

Fabriz io Lofaro with Valley ROP asked General Manager Munoz to be the Keynote Speaker at 
the Valley ROP Fall Teachers In-Service day on Thursday, October 28, 202 1. Also in 
attendance from SKF will be District Eng ineer Veronica Cazares, HR Manager/Admin Services 
Tricia Miller, and Chairwoman Michelle Roman. 

The Board and SKF staff discussed the matter of cancelling the November 11 , 2021 meeting, but 

due to the adoption of the Resolution 202 1-08, the resolution of authorizing remote 

teleconference public meetings, it was decided that a Teams Video conference will be held to 
bring the resolution back for another adoption as it is onl y valid for thi1ty [30] days.

DISTRICT IN ACCORDANCE WITH ASSEMBLY BILL 361 

WHEREAS, COVID-1 9 (also known as the "Coronavirus Disease") is a respiratory 
disease which was first detected in China and has now spread across the globe, with multiple 
confirmed cases in California, including the Selma Kingsburg Fowler County Sanitation District; 
and 

WHEREAS, on Januaty 31, 2020, the United States Secretaiy of Health and Human 
Services declared a public health emergency based on the threat caused by COVID-1 9, and the 
President of the United States issued a Proclamation Declaring a National Emergency Concerning 
COVID-19 beginning March 1, 2020; and 

WHEREAS, in response to COV[D- 19, the Governor of the State of California issued a 
Proclamation of a State of Emergency in response to COVID-19 on March 4, 2020; and 

WHEREAS, the C ities of Selma, Kingsburg, and Fowler and the County of Fresno 
adopted a proclamation of a loca l emergency related to the COY ID-19 virus; and 

WHEREAS, the District is committed to preserving and fostering public access, 
transparency, observation, and participation in meetings of the Board of Directors and Standing 
Committees; and 

WHEREAS, all meetings of the Board of Directors and standing committees are open and 
public as required by the Ralph M. Brown Act, Government Code sections 54950 - 54963, so that 
any member of the public may attend, observe, and participate in a meaningful way; and 

WHEREAS, Government Section 54953 (b) (3) of the Brown Act allows a local legislative 
body to hold public meetings by teleconference and to make public meetings accessible 
telephonically or otherwise electronically to all members of the public seeking to attend and to 
add ress the local legislative body, as long as the fo llowing requirements are met: 

I. Each teleconference location from which a member is participating is noticed on the 
agenda; 

2. Each teleconference location is accessible to the publ ic; 
3. Members of the pub I ic must be able to address the body at each tel econ Ference location; 
4. At least one member of the legis lative body must be physically present at the location 

specified in the meeting agenda; and 
5. During teleconference meetings, at least a quorum of the members of the loca l body 

must participate from locations within the loca l body's territorial jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the Brown Act, as amended by AB 361 (202 1), at Government Code section 
54953(e) et seq., allows for remote observation and participation in meetings by members of a 
legislative body and members of the public without compliance with the requirements of 
Government Code section 54953(b)(3), subject to ce1ta in conditions; and 

WHEREAS, the initial required condition is a declaration of a state of emergency by the 
Governor pursuant to the California Emergency Services Act at Government Code section 8625, 
proclaiming the existence of conditions of disaster or of extreme peril to the safety of persons and 
prope1ty within the state and within the boundaries of the District caused by conditions as 
described in Government Code section 8558; and 

WHEREAS, the Governor's Proclamation of a State of Emergency includes area within 
the jurisdictional boundaries of the District; and 

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 54953(e)(3)(A-B) added by AB 361 provides an 
alternative to having public meetings in accordance with Government Code Section 54953(b)(3) 
when Board of Directors has reconsidered the circumstances of the COVID-1 9 state of emergency 
and that the following circumstances exist: 

1. The state of emergency as a result of COVID- 19 continues to directly impact the ability 
of the members of Board of Directors and the members of the Standing Committees to 
meet safely in person; and 

2. The State of California and the County of Fresno continue to recommend measures to 
promote social distancing. 

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 54953(e) et seq. further requires that state or local 
officials have imposed or recommended measures to promote social distancing or the legislative 
body finds that meeting in person would present an imminent risk to the health or safety of 
attendees; and 

WHEREAS, such conditions now ex ist in the Distri ct in that (i) State and Local offic ials 
recommend socia l di stancing measures and (ii) emergency conditions evidenced by COVID- 19 
a nd its variants create ongoing COVID-1 9 cases, hospitalizations, and deaths and meeting in 
person would present imminent risk to health or safety of attendees; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors affi rms that it will allow for observation and 
participation by Directors as well as Standing Committee Members and the public via 
te leconferencing as authorized under AB 36 1 in an effort to protect the constitutional and statutory 
rights of al I attendees; and 

WHEREAS, on October 14, 2021, the Board adopted Reso lution No. 2021-08 
Authorizing Remote Teleconference Meetings by the Board of Directors and all Boards, 
Commissions, and Standing Committees of the City in Accordance With Assembly Bill 361;

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 54953(e)(3) requires that the Board review 
the need and make findings for continuing the teleconferencing as authorized by AB 361 at 
least once every thirty days until the Governor terminates the state of emergency; and 

WHEREAS, the Council wishes to affirm the need and findings necessary for 
continuing the teleconferencing as authorized by AB 361. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE SELMA 
KINGSBURG FOWLER COUNTY SANITATION DISTRICT HEREBY RESOLVES AS 
FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The above recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein by this 
reference. 

Section 2. The Board of Directors finds that the state of emergency conditions re lated to 
COVID-19 as set forth of Proclamations of Emergency by the Governor, County of Fresno, and 
C ities of Selma, Kingsburg, and Fowler are on-going. 

Section 3. The Board of Directors further finds that state and county offic ia l recommend 
social distancing conditions causing imminent ri sk to attendees as described above exist. 

Section 4. The Board of Directors hereby recognize and affom that the Cities of Selma, 
Kingsburg, and Fowler and the County of Fresno have adopted a proclamation of a local 
emergency re lated to the COVID-19 virus regarding the existence and conditions of a state of 
emergency as proclaimed by the Governor. 

Section 5. The Board of Directors fi nds that the state of emergency as a result of COVID-
19 continues to directly impact the ability of members of the Board of Directors and the members 
of standing committees to meet safely in person and such fact creates an imminent health risk to 
such members. 

Section 6. The Board of Directors and Standing Committees of District are authorized to 
conduct their meetings without compliance w ith Government Code section 54953(b)(3), and to 
instead comply with the remote meeting requirements as authorized by Government Code section 
54953(e) el seq. 

Section 7. The General Manager is authorized and directed to take all actions reasonably 
necessa1y to carry out the intent and purpose of this Resolution, including, conducting open and 
public meetings remotely in accordance with Government Code section 54953(e) el seq., and other 
applicable provisions of the Brown Act, for all Board of Directors meetings, and all Boards, 
Commissions, and standing committee meetings of the City. 

Section 8. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption and sha ll be 
effecti ve for thirty days.
